STOP AND SAVE LIVES 

Recent research shows that drivers often do not come to a complete stop at stop 
signs.  This simple but all too common lazy driving behavior could lead to dangerous 
consequences.  Intersections are where many crashes occur, and by following three 
simple tips, drivers, pedestrians and bicyclists can all stay safe. 

1. Stop at the painted stop line or before the crosswalk; if no pavement mark-  
       ings are present, stop just before the stop sign. 
2. Scan for hazards before entering the intersection by looking left, right, 
       straight ahead and then left again. 
3. If another vehicle is stopped ahead of you at the stop sign then stop where 
       you can still see the tires of the vehicle ahead of you.  When the vehicle 
       ahead of you begins to move, count two seconds before you proceed to the 
       stop sign.

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PA sees over 240,000 cloud-to-ground lightning strikes per year, which averages to about five lightning 
strikes per square mile.  Lightning is dangerous and unpredictable, with bolts able to strike over ten 
miles from the storm.  Every Pennsylvanian is at risk for lightning strikes, ranking 9th in the US for light-
ning fatalities from 1959-2017 with 134 deaths.  Most deaths occur outdoors, and most are men. 

         

§ Seek shelter in an enclosed, permanent building or a metal-topped vehicle. 

§ At the first rumble of thunder, head to shelter and stay inside for 30 minutes after the last rumble. 

§ Bring pets inside. 

§ Corded electronics and plumbing can carry lightning current.  Avoid water and corded electronic activities during 
the storm. 

§ Before a storm, use power strips with lightning arresters and surge protection and for utmost safety unplug appli-
ances. 

§ Consider installing lightning rods on your property. 

TIPS IF STUCK OUTSIDE  . . .  Find a sturdy shelter, but if you have no options do the following: 

ß Avoid elevations such as hills, ridges, peaks, and wide-open areas. 

ß Do not lie flat on the ground. 

ß Stay away from tall objects including isolated trees, power poles, or radio towers. 

ß Avoid bodies of water like pools and ponds.

BASIC RESIDENTIAL GUIDELINES 
§ Trash, Recycling, and one bulk item pick-up day is Wednesday (unless follows a holiday—see calendar above). 
§ Trash, Recycling, and one bulk item must be curb side by 6:00 AM on your scheduled collection day. 
§ No more than four (4) trash bags/cans will be collected each week. 
§ Bags or containers must not exceed 32 gallons or 50 pounds each. 
§ Call Penn Waste to schedule collection of appliances containing Freon (air conditioners, refrigerators, freezers, etc.) 
§ No construction debris will be collected curb side. 

§ 2019 Quarterly Flat Billing is $58.20, Per Bagτ26 bags minimum annually ($5.50 x 26) = $143.00, Each additional bag is $5.50. 

PLEASE DO NOT BAG YOUR RECYCLABLES! 

Please do not bag your recyclables or place plastic bags in your 

recycle bin.  Team members at the recycle center have to climb 

into the machinery and cut off the plastic bags because they get 

wrapped around the equipment.  Plastic bags should never be 

placed in your curbside recycling bin for this reason.
